SRUFC U16’s Code of Conduct 10th Sept 2009
This document is supplementary to the overarching SRUFC Mini / Junior Section Code of Conduct.  This specific document is intended to spell out in simple language what standards of behaviour is expected of players, parents, coaches and spectators at the under 16 age group.

Code for Players

· Play by the laws of the game, ask if in doubt
· Do not argue with the Referee or show decent
· Control your temper & emotions at all times

· Do not swear or be violent to others
· Work hard for yourself and the team during the game and training

· Show respect to other players, parents, officials and your coach
· Do not bully, provoke, make fun or call names

· Enjoy your game, show commitment, and be on time
· Always thank the opposition and referee, applaud and 3 cheers

· Show respect to your host, please shower and leave things clean & tidy
· No alcohol
· REMEMBER when we win, win with Humility, if we loose, loose with Dignity

Code for Parents & Spectators
· Encourage your child to work hard, be disciplined and respectful

· Avoid questioning the coach and referee decisions in front of your child & others

· Let the coach do their job, keep out of the way and off the pitch unless invited to enter
· Let your coach know if your child has any illness, injury or condition that may affect their ability to play

· Applaud good behaviour & performance irrespective of the player or team

· Do not force your child to play

· Do not verbally abuse others, be a positive role model supporter
· Support your coach and team in everything they do.
· Feel free to discuss any matter related to the game or your child with your coach

Code for Coaches

· Be generous with your praise and point out areas for improvement

· Encourage players to play as a team and encourage team spirit

· Make sure players understand the laws of the game

· Teach skills and coach improvement

· Make sure all players get a game if selected & not in competition
· Never ridicule or yell at players for making a mistake

· Develop team respect and encourage sportsmanship

· Do not force a player to play
· Do not play a player if they feel ill or appear injured

· Encourage players to play different positions

· Insist on fair and disciplined play, be prepared to remove offending players from the game
· Never criticise the touch judge or referee in front of players or spectators, if necessary discuss any issues after the match over refreshments.
